Twimi-gora

Beru has three streams that provide rich
water resources to the community.
Twimi-gora stream runs along the
northern side of the community. Buru-
gora stream was developed for the
fields, and Meikyo-gora stream runs
along the southern side. While all of
them provide the residents with a daily
supply of water, the residents hold fears
against Twimi-gora stream as it is said
a Kubikirya ufa (headless hog) appears
along the stream. There is also
Dondongora waterfall at the upstream
of Buru-gora.
