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The second largest mangrove virgin forest in Japan (71 ha or 175 ac) covers the
delta area formed between the Sumiyo River and Yakugachi River, the largest river
among the entire Amami islands, maintaining a rich cradle for various lives, including
shells, crabs, and fish.
